Magaliesberg accident leaves man fighting for his life

Magaliesberg — Just before 07h00 on
Thursday morning, 6 April 2017, Netcare
911 paramedics and the emergency ser-
vices from Magaliesberg responded to
a truck that overturned on the R555 just
past the Nimag corner in Magaliesberg.

“Reports from the scene indicate that
a tanker had veered off the road after

rounding a bend and overturning,” Chris
Botha, Netcare 911 spokesperson said.
Exact detail to the cause of the crash
however will form part of the Police in-
vestigation.

Paramedics and the Mogale fire depart-
ment arrived at the scene and found
the crmcally |njured driver trapped in

the wreckage of the tanker. Firemen
worked tirelessly to free the man from
the wreckage while paramedics stabi-
lised him.

After the man was extricated from the
wreckage, he was placed on a ventila-
tor and then airlifted to a specialised
hospital for the care that he required.
