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Multivehicle accident on the R510

Rustenburg/ Kanana — A bus was in-
volved in a multi-vehicle accident on the
R510 on Wednesday, 7 June 2017 near
Kanana. This accident included a bak-
kie being dragged nearly thirty metres
into the bushes next to the road.
According to reports, this accident oc-
curred around 17h50 and involved four
vehicles, namely a bus, a minibus taxi, a
small family hatchback and the bakkie.
Trauma Rescue’s emergency personnel
rushed to the scene, finding the driver
of the bakkie lodged in his vehicle in a
serious condition.

Several emergency response teams
worked simultaneously to stabilise and

treat the injured.

The bakkie’s driver had to be cut out of
the vehicle using Jaws of Life before
being stabilised and rushed to hospital.
The other three injured individuals were
also treated on scene and then taken to
various hospitals in the area.

While emergency teams were treating
the injured, an evergrowing crowd of
curious onlookers gathered around the
scene of the accident.

Weyland Bothma, station manager
for Trauma Rescue told the Platinum
Weekly newspaper that on-lookers at an
accident scene are always a concern as
they often cause secondary accidents.
