DIGGING FOR TROUBLE
Rustenburg – The Hawks in the North West 
province have issued a stern warning that the 
law will come down hard on all companies renting 
earthmoving equipment to illegal miners. The 
warning came after police recently arrested ten 
people for mining illegally using excavators and 
trucks. A spokesperson for the Hawks in the North 
West, captain Tlangelani Rikhotso, said they 
arrested eight suspects in Phokeng, close to Sun 
City, on Tuesday 10 November for mining illegally, 
using excavators and trucks. The trucks were 
allegedly used to transport the ore to other illegal 
chrome processing activities.
Two days later, law enforcement agents from 
the serious organised crime unit and the public 
order policing units, accompanied by members 
or the Department of Mineral Resources (DMR) 
cornered another two suspects at Witrantjies 
Farm. “The suspects were found mining illegally 
using excavators. They had no environmental 
authorisation from the Department of Mineral 
Resources,” Rikhotso explained. The 10 
suspects were charged with contravention of 
section 24F (1)(a) and Section 49A (1)(a) of the 
National Environmental Management Act (NEMA) 
107/1998 for conducting a listed activity without 
environmental authorisation. They will appear 
before the Rustenburg Magistrates’ Court on 
Monday 14 December.

BUSHIRI’S PLOT THICKENS 10 YEARS FOR FRAUD  
AND CORRUPTION

MAN ACCUSED OF STABBING WIFE TO DEATH

South Africa – Owner of the well-known Sparkling 
Waters Hotel and Spa resort and self-proclaimed 
prophet Shephard Bushiri and his wife Mary had 
their multimillion-rand Centurion property forfeited 
to the state, after they failed to appear in court. 
Police authorities in Malawi have confirmed the 
arrest of Shepherd and Mary Bushiri, a few days 
after they skipped bail in South Africa and fled to 
the neighbouring country. However, the Malawian 

government was widely criticised on social media 
for employing delaying tactics to extradite the 
Bushiris. The preacher is wanted in South Africa 
on theft, fraud and money-laundering charges to 
the tune of R102 million.   
A spokesperson from the Malawi Police Service 
senior superintendent James Kadadzera 
confirmed that the couple was taken into custody 
after handing themselves over to authorities. 
“This is in response to a warrant of arrest issued 
by Interpol Pretoria on 16 November. The two 
are on trial in South Africa and are believed to 
have absconded their bail conditions,” he said. 
The couple’s escape from South Africa has not 
only raised security concerns about the country’s 
borders but has also angered Department of Home 
Affairs minister Dr. Aaron Motsoaledi who recently 
told parliament that the departure was not captured 
in any of the port of entries. 
The South African government has initiated an 
extradition process with Malawi for the couple to 
stand trial. The South African government has 
confirmed that the couple did not leave South 
Africa aboard a flight with Malawian president 
Lazarus Chakwera and his delegation on Friday 
13 November 2020. Department of Home Affairs 
immigration officials verified the identities of all 
passengers with their passports and confirmed 
that the Bushiris were not on the flight from both 
airports used. 
South Africa’s efforts for the extradition from 
Malawi of the couple is being done in terms of 
the Southern African Development Community 
(SADC) Protocol on Extradition and other legal 
instruments, to which Malawi is a signatory. While 
the extradition is underway, their bail of  R100,000 
each was also forfeited. 
Platinum Weekly has contacted the Asset 
Forfeiture Unit to confirm whether the state will 
apply for a confiscation order of the Sparkling 
Waters and Spa resort, which is located at the foot 
of the Magaliesberg, Rustenburg. At the moment 
the outcome of the Bushiri’s assets in South Africa 
hangs in the balance. Only time will tell as the 
plot  thickens.

Vryburg – The High Court of South Africa: North 
West Division sentenced Gerrit Abraham Coetzee 
(50) to 10 years imprisonment on 58 counts of fraud 
and 58 counts of money laundering to the amount of 
about R13million.
Coetzee, from Vryburg in the North West, was 
a financial advisor and a member of a close 
corporations known as Vryburg Financial Services cc, 
where he lured clients, mostly widows, widowers, 
orphans, the elderly, and pensioners. His 
modus operandi was to invest money on 
their behalf and manage their existing 
investments, a service which he 
was not authorised or licensed  
to do.
Out of greed, Coetzee made 
unauthorised and fraudulent 
withdrawals from investment 
policies and estate bank accounts 
belonging to his vulnerable clients who 
entrusted him with their finances. He 
then used the money for his personal gain.
The judge sentenced Coetzee to 10 years 
imprisonment, with three years suspended for five 
years on the following conditions:
•	 That he is not convicted of fraud, theft or any 

other crime involving an element of dishonesty 
committed during the period of suspension.

•	 That he repays an amount of R20,000 for a period 
of six years towards the complainants on the first 
day of each month into the trust account of a local 
attorney, starting from 01 January 2021.

•	 	That he cedes the total amount of an annuity 
amounting to R1,2 million payable by 2024 

to the attorneys and be distributed amongst 
the complainants.

•	 	That he obtains and undertakes to maintain and 
pay a policy on his life to the value of at least 
R200,000,000. He should ensure that all conditions 
of the policy are met to ascertain a pay-out upon 
his death. The money will then be paid out to the 
complainants by the appointed attorneys.
Advocate Jeanette Neveling argued that 

Coetzee’s charges were serious in nature 
as multiple fraudulent transactions 

involving large sums of money were 
made. She further lamented on how 
he abused his influential position in 
church, sport, school, and financial 
circles to lure his unsuspecting 
clients. She also argued that his 
greed and dishonesty drove him 

to carefully plan and execute this 
criminal act.

The Director of Public Prosecutions in 
the North West, advocate Moipone Noko, 

welcomed the conviction and sentence. “The 
conviction on 58 counts of fraud and 58 of money 
laundering are much welcome. This success exhibits 
our commitment to fight corruption, fraud and to 
comply with the country’s commitment in terms of 
the FATF requirements relating to money laundering 
prosecutions. Advocate Jeanette Neveling is greatly 
commended on her efforts in achieving these 
successful prosecutions.”

Mooinooi/ Brits – A man accused of murdering his 
wife is expected to apply for bail during his second 
appearance at the Brits Magistrates’ Court on 
Thursday 26 November. 
Sicelo Gumede is charged with the murder of his 
31-year-old wife Zanele. Apparently, Gumede had 
reported his wife missing before the body was 

discovered on the side of Lonrho 
Drive in Mooinooi by a passer-by 
on Friday 13 November. 
“The body was allegedly found 
with multiple stab wounds while 
her throat was slit with an unknown 
object. Emergency medical and 
rescue services (EMRS) officials 
were called and declared Zanele 
dead on the scene,” police 
spokesperson Colonel Adéle 
Myburgh said.           
“Rustenburg police arrived at the 
scene of the body with the suspect, 
who identified the deceased as 
his wife. After a thorough police 

investigation, Gumede was arrested and charged 
with murder. The motive of the incident is yet to 
be determined and police are carrying out further 
investigations into the matter,” Myburgh added. 
Provincial commissioner lieutenant general Sello 
Kwena lauded police for their speedy apprehension 
of the alleged perpetrator.

BODIES OF 3 GIRLS 
FOUND IN FREEZER

UP IN FLAMES
SMALL RAMOCHANA UPHOLSTERY 
ENTERPRISE DESTROYED BY FIRE

Taung – The gruesome discovery was made by the mother of one of the little girls on Saturday 
14 November. “They were found in Mammutla outside Taung,” police spokesperson captain Amanda 
Funani told Platinum Weekly. 
The house where the bodies were found is the focal point for the police investigations to establish the 
motive as well as the identity of those behind the killings. “According to information available at this 
stage, the mother of a nine-year-old girl, left her child at home on Saturday morning and went to a local 
tavern,” Funani explained. “It is further alleged that the mother came back at about 19:00 and realised 
that her daughter was not at home. She went to look for her at her brother’s house and around the 
neighbourhood but could not find her.”
After returning to her home, the mother discovered the bodies of the 3 little girls - including that of her 
own child - in her freezer. The other two girls were aged 8 and 10. 

Rustenburg – A man living in Ramochana was lucky to escape 
unharmed after his livelihood went up in flames on Saturday 
14  November. He was busy repairing some damage to the 
structure when he noticed the smoke. The incident occurred 
during broad daylight at around 13:00 in a street close to the R510.   
An eyewitness told Platinum Weekly that the Rustenburg Fire 
Department had to be called to the scene to get the fire under 
control. Apparently the fire was caused by an electrical fault.
“We immediately called the Fire Department and we are very 
grateful for their quick response. The fire was put out and nobody 
was injured,” he said.

“The origins of the leak are not yet clear but 
the matric candidates who had access to the 
question paper appear to be located in the 
Limpopo and Gauteng provinces,” the DBE 
said in a statement. “The department verified 
the content of the question paper and found 
it to be the same as the one that was to be 
written at 09:00 am.” 
Umalusi, the council for quality assurance in 
general and further education and training, 
and the DBE are investigating the matter to 
determine whether a rewrite is necessary. 
Preliminary findings indicate that the leak 
could be confined to a few learners from the 

Limpopo and Gauteng provinces. 
“The department will enlist the support of 
the law enforcement agencies to assist 
with the investigation… An appeal is made 
to all candidates to remain focused on the 
examination papers and be assured that the 
culprits that are at the centre of this despicable 
act will be dealt with harshly. The department 
remains committed to ensuring the credibility 
and integrity of this important public 
examination,” the statement concluded.

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WEIRD GARDEN 
PLANT IN FLOWER
Rustenburg – Keen Rustenburg gardeners may 
have noticed that the delicious monster (Monstera 
deliciosa) is in flower. The plant occurs naturally 
in the tropical jungles of central America from 
southern Mexico to Panama. It is not an invasive 
alien plant in South Africa. 
Close inspection of the flower reveals that this 
species is a close relative of the arum lily. The 

unisexual flowers are arranged on a column with 
female flowers near the bottom and male flowers 
in the upper portion of the inflorescence. Stingless 
bees are attracted to the gums produced by the 
flowers which are used for food and nest building. 
The plant is a common indoor office plant in South 
Africa and worldwide leaves are used as cut foliage 
for flower arrangements.

STAY OF EXECUTION FOR BAOBABS
Makhado – Interested and affected parties on 
the Musina-Makhado Special Economic Zone 
(MMSEZ) have been granted additional time till 
Sunday 31  January 2021 to submit comments 
on the draft Environmental Impact Assessment 
report. The original deadline for submissions was 
Thursday 22 October and over 3,000 submissions 
were received. 
The botanical survey estimates that 5,657 baobab 
trees will be directly affected by the MMSEZ. Not 
only are these iconic trees of the Limpopo province 
landscape, but they have untapped socio-economic 
value in the organic health food industry.
Baobab specialist doctor Sarah Venter says that 
baobabs take 200 years before they produce fruit! 
Baobab trees produce a fruit that can be processed 
into a ‘superfood’ known for its unsurpassed 
nutritional makeup and becoming increasingly 
popular on the organic food market. In 2005, she 
started a company in Makhado to produce baobab 
products which sources directly from rural women 
and is an incentive to maintain natural habitats. 
A secondary product is a high value cosmetic oil, 
known as baobab seed oil. Sarah estimates that 
the combined value of the baobab powder and oil 
that can be generated from the baobab trees on the 
MMSEZ site alone totals R2,800,000 per annum.
The Department of Economic Development, 
Environment and Tourism (LEDET) is the 
competent authority charged with deciding whether 
this controversial development should go ahead 
and whether alternatives have been adequately

Tracking System” efectively making 
procurement services electronic. 
The introduction of the invoice tracking 
system aims to ensure that service providers 
submit invoices online, track progress all the 
time, respond online, access on the move and 

get payment within 30 days.
The system has been running since March 
2020 and 9 people were appointed on contract 
to specifically work on the system.
The system has been extended to Dr Kenneth 
Kaunda and Ngaka Modiri Molema districts. 
Plans are underway to implement the system in 
Bojanala and Dr Ruth Segomotsi Mompati 
districts.

he North West Health MEC Madoda TSambatha officially handed over 
nine(9)  forensic pathology vehicles 

to the four districts of the province as part of 
capacitating the forensic pathology services. 
The handover ceremony of nine(9) branded 
and ready to serve bakkies were held at 
Bophelo Clinic in Rulaganyang, Maquassi 

Hills Local Municipality. With the 
additional of 9 bakkies, the province now 
has a total of 26 operational bakkies.

The vehicles come at a time when there is a 
dire shortage of forensic vehicles in the 
province and will immediately be 
dispatched for service. 

Earlier this year in June, the Deputy Minister 
of Health, Dr Joe Phaahla accompanied by 
the North-West Premier Job Mokgoro and 
MEC Madoda Sambatha officially opened a 
forensic pathology centre at Brits. Since then 
the Department has not rested on its laurels 
but continues to improve forensic pathology 
services in the Province.

The community of Bethanie 
near Brits now receives 
comprehensive healthcare 

services including dental services at 
their door step. Glencore, a mining 
company operating in the North West 
Province has handed over a newly built 
Clinic to the Department of Health.
During the handing over ceremony in 
July 2020 which was attended by 
Premier Prof Job Mokgoro (virtually), 
Health MEC Madoda Sambatha, Social 
Development MEC Boitumelo Moiloa, 
and Arts and Culture MEC Virginia 
Thlapi, Glencore Chief Executive Jappie 
Fullard said communities in the North 
West have hosted mining companies for 
years hence his company decisively 
embraced this shared responsibility with 
Government.
“We are extremely proud to handover 
Bethanie Clinic to the North West 
Department of Health as we are assured 
that members of the community will 
receive the necessary and adequate 
healthcare services during this COVID-
19 crisis and well beyond the pandemic,” 
he said.
Built at the cost of about R30 million, the 
clinic has increased the number and size 
of consulting rooms and waiting areas 
thus enabling more community 

members to be served eliminating any 
need to wait for service outside the 
clinic. Sixteen Nurses, two Doctors, 
Midwife and Dentist have been 
appointed to work at the clinic.
The services rendered at the clinic 
include treating communicable and none 
communicable diseases, emergency 
cases, family planning, Tuberculosis, 

maternal and child health, minor 
ailments and chronic illnesses among 
others. 
The mining company has donated 
furniture, medical and dental equipment 
including dentist chair. The company has 
also committed to maintain the clinic 
infrastructure, garden, and payment of 
electricity.
Bethanie resident Themba Ntlheng (50) 

has welcomed the new development in 
his community.
“The clinic is now bigger and can 
accommodate more people unlike before 
where it would be overcrowded and 
people queuing outside which was a 
problem especially during rainy, cold 
and very hot weather conditions' 
he said.
The clinic has extended operating hours 
from eight to 12. Ntlheng said he wishes 
the clinic can operate for 24 hours, which 
is something the management of North 
West Health is considering.
MEC Sambatha conveyed gratitude 
from the Department of Health for the 
fully equipped clinic.
“The clinic comes at a crucial time as 
COVID-19 cases increase in the 
Province and members  of  the 
community need a healthcare facility 
where they can be tested. The handover 
of Bethanie clinic at this time is critical 
as it will intensify COVID-19 screening. 
Bethanie clinic is already one of the best 
in the Province because of its Gold status 
in terms of ideal clinic. Bethanie clinic is 
“National Health Insurance” (NHI) 
ready in response to COVID-19 and also 
meets the community's needs for a 
facility that holistically caters to their 
healthcare needs,” he said.

Speaking at the opening 
ceremony on 4 June 2020, Dr 
Phaahla said the forensic 
pathology unit is part of the 
province 's  infras t ructure  
preparedness.
“ T h e  h o s p i t a l s  h a v e  
arrangement with private 
mortuaries for additional 
capac i ty.  There  i s  a l so  
provincial standard operating 
p rocedu re s  t ha t  d i r ec t s  
management of human remains 
of covid-19,” he said.
The forensic pathology unit 
came at the right time when the 
province was putting in place 

all the necessary infrastructure 
resources to manage COVID-
19. The centre is correctly 
located at Bojanala District 
which is the epicentre of Covid-
19 in the province.

SUN HALO ;)
Rustenburg – Social media was flooded with interesting images of the sun 
flaunting a halo on Sunday 15 November.
This might seem like a strange phenomenon but there is a scientific explanation 
for this. A chandelier light fitting can hold us entranced as the many pieces of glass 
having several flat sides refract (bend) or reflect (throwback) the light creating 
rainbows and halos. 
Similarly, ice crystals suspended in the atmosphere cause optical phenomena 
produced by sunlight or moonlight that appear to us on Earth as coloured or white 
halos, arcs or spots in the sky. Usually, the ice crystals responsible for halos are 
suspended in cirrus or cirrostratus clouds about 5 to 10km above the ground. The 
crystals behave like prisms and mirrors, refracting and reflecting light. 
Halos may precede rain as the cirrostratus clouds that cause them can signify 
an approaching frontal system. A rainbow differs from a halo as it involves water 
droplets rather than ice crystals.

The definition of a spouse in the Income Tax Act 
caters for a person, who is a party to a ‘same-sex 
or heterosexual union which the commissioner is 
satisfied is intended to be permanent’ (hereinafter 
in this article referred to as a “life partner”). Here 
are a couple of legal and financial implications 
life partners:
1.	 No Donations Tax is payable for donations 

between spouses, which includes 
life partners.

2.	 No Estate Duty is payable in 
respect of the inheritance of 
a spouse, which includes a 
life partner.

3.	 No Estate Duty is payable in 
respect of the proceeds of life 
insurance paid to a spouse, 
which includes a life partner.

4.	 The inheritance of a spouse, 
which includes a life partner, 
is exempted from the Capital 
Gains Tax which would otherwise be 
triggered by death.

5.	 Life partners, generally, do not inherit as intestate 
heirs in terms of the Intestate Succession Act like 
married couples do.

6.	 Life Partners, generally, cannot claim 
maintenance from the deceased estate of their 
Life Partners like married couples can.

7.	 Life Partners, as a general rule, don’t have any 
rights to share in the assets of a deceased like 
surviving spouses, married in community of 

property, or surviving spouses, married out of 
community of property with the accrual system 
unless they can prove a universal partnership 
which is difficult to do.

8.	 A fixed property, bequeathed to a Life Partner 
(or any other heir), can be transferred to the Life 
Partner free from any Transfer Duty. 

9.  A life partner can in the case of separation not 
claim a portion of the other Life Partner’s 

pension interest like a married spouse 
can do in the case of a divorce.

12. Parents are liable for the 
maintenance of their children 
whether they are married, or 
not, and whether they are Life 
Partners, or not.
11. Life partners are, generally 
are not obliged to maintain each 

other like married couples are.
As in the case of married couples, 

we advise Life Partners to have a 
joint will drafted and signed. We also 

advise Life Partners to sign a cohabitation 
agreement, which will, amongst others, in our 
opinion, help to convince SARS that the tax 
exemptions, catered for by the Income Tax Act and 
the Estate Duty Act, can, like married couples, be 
enjoyed by Life Partners.

Dr Hans Selye, the pioneer of stress 
research, showed that there is a link 
between stress and the development 
of ulcers. Surprisingly, the Cornell 
Medical School found that alkaline – 
not acidic foods – irritate the stomach. 
Naturally found stomach acids, 
necessary to aid digestion, caused 
damage to the stomach wall when 
there was no mucous lining or when 
stress rather than the presence of food 
produced excessive stomach acids.
Well-known nutritionist, Adelle Davis 
in her book Let’s Get Well: A Practical 
Guide to Renewed Health Through 
Nutrition, recommends eating small 
regular meals slowly to prevent the 
stomach from being empty, regulate 
the blood sugar and moderate stress.

Some people prescribe a “sippy diet” 
to ulcer sufferers but the liquid lacks 
roughage and can alter the beneficial 
microbes of the digestive tract.
Although anti-acid medications and 
baking soda provide temporary relief 
these are harmful as they cause the 
stomach to empty quickly leaving the 
stomach walls exposed. Second, they 
tend to over-neutralise the stomach 
acids making digestion less effective 
and reducing the nutrients that the 
body is receiving.
