SENSELESS DEATH
OF THREE CHILDREN

Morokweng North West — The Morokweng police are investigating the
discovery of three children aged four, five and six, found dead at Botsalano
village near Morokweng (North West province) on Wednesday 18 November.
According to police spokesperson brigadier Sabata Mokgwabone, the
grandmother of two of the children left the children — who were playing in the
yard - at approximately 10:00 to attend a funeral service nearby. “When she
returned home at about 15:30, she found their lifeless bodies inside an old,
unused vehicle parked on the property,” Mokgwabone said.

Two of the children, Thabo and Thoriso Mohibidu are brother and sister, while
the six-year-old Bokao Sheleng is a neighbour’s child.

The death of the three children came just four days after another tragic incident
in the North West, where three children were found dead inside a freezer at
Mammutla village. Members of the community and parents are urged to keep a
watchful eye on children to avoid incidents like these.

Phokeng — The Kedar Heritage Lodge, Conference Centre and Spa, an
internationally renowned showcase of 19th-century history, lost the statue of
Phenyo to criminals in the early hours of Saturday 21 November. Phenyo, a
Tswana Warrior, leaping off a rock was at the entrance to the lodge’s reception.

In an interview with Platinum Weekly, North
West Department of Health spokesperson
Tebogo Lekgethwane said: “I am concerned
about the element of criminality in the
ongoing strike. While the department
respects the right of people to strike, it
does not extend to preventing patients from
accessing health care, and the destruction
of public property. The department has
engaged the South African Police Services
to assist in protecting public property and
holding those responsible for damages -
accountable.”

SA — To be called a debt collector and to
offer the services of a debt collector, a
person must be registered with the Council
for Debt Collectors in terms of Act 114 of
1998. Furthermore, the registration must be
current. It is a criminal offence in terms of
section 8(1) and section 25 of Act 114 of 1998
to claim to be a debt collector if not registered
and in good standing with the Council for
Debt Collectors.

Registered debt collectors are regulated by a
regulatory body set up by an act of parliament
and must abide by their respective industry
codes of conduct. Registered debt collectors
operate with pride and are calling on the
public help stop unregistered and untrained
thugs who operate illegally within the debt
collection industry.

Before contacting or appointing a debt
collector, consult the Council for Debt
Collectors website (www.cfdc.org.za) to
confirm their registration. Take the time to

Rustenburg — The Magaliesberg Biosphere Reserve (MBR) board representatives met with the directorate of environmental
quality management of the Department of Environment, Economic Development, Conservation and Tourism (DEDECT) at the
Kerk Street offices on Thursday 12 November.

Environmental quality management chairperson and director Portia Krisjan indicated that the meeting was called to clarify the
mandate of provincial DEDECT officials and to provide feedback on some of the environmental crimes dating back to June 2020
that the MBR had reported.

WATER METER
THIEVES ALLOWED TO
OPERATE FREELY?

ILETTER TO THE EDITOR]

Rustenburg — Over the past couple of months, thieves have stolen thousands
of municipal water meters totalling up to 100 a day in certain areas.

The motivation behind the thefts of the old water meters are the brass bodies
that unscrupulous scrap metal dealers will purchase at R40 per water metre.
This might not sound like much, but 100 water meters times R40 a meter adds
up to R4,000 a day that criminal syndicates are making at the expense of honest
rate payers.

Scrap metal dealers who support this illegal activity are themselves guilty of a
criminal offense and the police should investigate them. Besides the damages
suffered by the property owners, the municipality incurs additional water losses,
which has a negative impact on the municipality’s finances, and the additional
overtime payments to technicians who have to respond to call-outs to repair
water losses because of the theft of the water meters.

What makes matters worse is that it can take up to two days for a new water
meter to be installed by the Rustenburg Local Municipality (RLM). A well-
meaning property owner who tries to stop the water gushing out where the
water meter was removed may face a hefty fine even though the RLM claims to
support water conservation.

Ironically, the police cannot investigate the water meter thefts because no cases
are being opened at the police station by the RLM. The water meters have
unique serial numbers, so it is relatively easy to link a water meter to a specific
address and municipal account for reporting but homeowners cannot legally
report these thefts because the water meters are the property of the RLM.
Even if a property owner catches a water meter thief red-handed, the police
cannot charge him because the RLM has not reported the stolen water meters.

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ATM CARD SCAMMERS
USING MATCHSTICKS

Rustenburg — Criminals have been robbing unsuspecting
community members of their bank cards through a scam
that involves jamming the buttons of automated teller
machines (ATMs) with matchsticks.

In an interview with Platinum Weekly, Metasec Security
Solutions general manager Morné Engelbrecht
urged community members to be vigilant when
approaching ATMs.

“There have been numerous reports that we have
been alerted to involving criminals who push pieces of
matchsticks into the side of ATM buttons so that they do
not function properly,” Engelbrecht explained. “This is
done before a person uses the ATM. When the criminals
notice that a person intending to withdraw money is
having problems because of the malfunctioning buttons,
the criminals then approach that person pretending to
help them before scamming them off their bank cards.
Many people are being tricked in the same way, so we
urge everyone to be on the lookout and make sure they
do not lose their cards to criminals.”

REMEMBERS THE FOLLOWING TIPS WHEN
INTENDING TO USE AN ATM

LARYNX REMOVAL

Mr. Leepile can speak again after he had his larynx removed and
learned to speak with the pharynx.

Klerksdorp — The North West Health MEC Madoda Sambatha has
commended the ear, nose, and throat (ENT) specialist Dr. Glen
Monama who successfully performed the first ever larynx removal
operation in the province. Previously, patients were referred to
Gauteng for this procedure. Dr. Monama performed the operation
on Mr. Leepile.

“The procedure is very complicated and requires skilled expertise.
It removes the voice box leaving a person with no voice. He was
treated with radiotherapy at the beginning of 2020 as is always
the case after surgery. The experts waited for him to heal so that
they could attend to his voice challenges. Unfortunately, COVID-19
delayed his reconstruction surgery further, but we are now happy,
as it all went well,” said MEC Sambatha.

The procedure entailed inserting a device to divert air from the
lungs into the pharynx. The patient must be trained to use the air
to vibrate the pharynx to produce sound like that of the vocal cords
so that speaking is possible.

MEC Sambatha warned: “Cancer of the larynx is largely a
preventable disease because most of the cases are caused by
smoking. We encourage people to quit smoking as this will help
reduce the number of cases we are seeing.”

People - especially smokers - should consult doctors whenever
they experience loss of voice lasting two weeks or longer. Early
diagnosis of cancer can help recovery.

A RECOVERING ADDICT EXPLAINS ADDICTION

[LETTER TO THE EDITOR]

Rustenburg — My name is David. | have been living a clean and
sober life without drugs and alcohol since 26 July 2016.

My addiction started when | was 14-years-old with alcohol and ended
with a ghastly street drug called Khat. My addiction can never be
entirely cured, and | have to be vigilant every day to resist temptation
and avoid triggers. | am aware that if | ingest any form of mind- or
mood-altering substances, the addiction will be activated.

Drugs, alcohol, or any other mind- or mood-altering substances usually
starts in a social setting and it is perceived as being adventurous, fun,
and exciting. But to keep the high of the first rush, addicts must use
more and more.

Over time the addiction can change who you are or want to be.
Addicts crave the addiction so much so that they become dishonest
with themselves and others, avoid responsibilities, isolate themselves
and become aggressive when confronted by their loved ones. An
addict’'s goal becomes maintaining a state of altered perspective
or being ‘high’ and they slowly but surely lose touch with reality.
Career, family life, school or whatever used to be important fades
away. My life became one stint of getting, using, and finding ways

to get more drugs. Looking back, | know that | started drugs for the
excitement and then | continued to use it because the drugs helped
me to forget my problems. The drugs did not help me work through
the abuse and other childhood trauma | had experienced — it just
numbed all my emotion.
There is no explanation why one man can enjoy one or two drinks
while others like myself cannot stop and lose their ability to function.
As an addict | lived in darkness and in a state of pain, loneliness, and
despair.
| thank God for pulling me into the light and hope to share the story
of my recovery with other addicts to help end their suffering. Today
| am a qualified addiction counsellor and registered with the Board
of Addiction Professionals of South Africa. | work in my hometown
of Rustenburg at the Hope Hill Recovery Centre, the first clinical
rehabilitation centre to be set up in Rustenburg, passionately waging
a war on addiction.

Rustenburg — Mistletoe is known for its use in medicine, as an aphrodisiac,
and for kissing under - at Christmas.

In the Magaliesberg range and some Rustenburg gardens, which have proteas
or boekenhout trees, red-flowered mistletoe (Tapinanthus rubromarginatus)
can occur. Sunbirds feast on the flower’s nectar and help with pollination when
their heads bump into the flower parts.

Many birds eat the sweet fruit. The seed has a sticky covering which birds can
only get rid of by rubbing their beaks or feathers onto a branch. Here the seed
will germinate and a haustorium (specialised roots) will grow into the host tree
to access water and minerals. Usually, mistletoes are not deadly to their host
tree as they have green leaves and can photosynthesise their own food. They

The Constitutional Court described domestic workers as the unsung heroines of our Country. The Court also chronicled the sacrifices that
these powerful women endure in order for us as employers to pursue our careers and economic interests.

Domestic workers compromise their relationships with their children, friends, and family members in pursuit of the lowest level of
employment. These women are at times the bread winners in their families yet remain undervalued and unrecognised. Their salaries are
on the low pay scale, they are often overworked and their tasks back breaking, notwithstanding such odds, they still play a central role in
our lives.

The Court recognised that domestic workers are entitled to social security when it ruled in favour of one, Sylvia Bongi Mahlangu and The
South African Domestic Service and Allied Workers Union against the Minister of Labour et al.

The Compensation for Occupational Injuries and Disease Act (COIDA) did not afford domestic workers protection in the event of injury,
disablement, or death at the workplace.

The Court highlighted the provisions of our Constitution in the purport of Section 1 which sets out our founding values of human dignity,
equality, the advancement of human rights and freedoms. In a value Judgment, the Court acknowledged that domestic workers have not
basked in the fulfilment of our Constitutional promise.

The Court pronounced that Section 1(xix) (v) of COIDA is constitutionally invalid. The consequential effect is that domestic workers will
now enjoy equal benefits in COIDA and rightfully so.

Morality Upheld.
Kindness to your staff is a core requirement in the quest for higher good. Treating them fairly is an authentication of oneself. The
hierarchy of piety takes into consideration one’s relationship with those that we employ, particularly the most vulnerable members of our

society.

Logic dictates that we are to learn from what works, with whom and in what environment. We should each carry with us a deep
appreciation for the Herculean efforts of our domestic workers.

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ALTERNATIVES TO DUI\/IPING YOUR BABY

Rustenburg — We are at risk of becoming desensitised to the
horrors of newborn babies being abandoned and left for dead every
so often.

Newborns are being wrapped in plastic, left in the veld or dumped
in dustbins like a piece of trash. What would drive a mother to do
such a thing?

Some of these women are alone, underaged, ashamed or do
not have a solid support structure to help them care for the baby,
however, no matter how desperate the situation, safe and legal
alternatives are available which does not include killing the babies.
Mbrester Kinderhuis director Helen Lotz deals with cases like these
regularly. “I have been doing this for many years and everytime |
hear of a baby that was dumped somewhere, it breaks my heart,”
Lotz told Platinum Weekly.

Lotz currently cares for 19 newborns and provides a safe
place for abandoned children. Lotz advises that should you
decide not to keep your baby, at least go to a hospital to give
birth. This will not only give the baby a chance on life - it is
also beneficial for your health.

“You can just tell the social worker that you intend on putting
the baby up for adoption and this person will assist you without
any judgement,” said Lotz. If you do this through the correct
channels the baby will also receive an ID number which will
help with the adoption process of which the mother has 90
days to change her mind.

What if the baby is born at home and you still decide that you do
not want to keep it? You can still go to the hospital and speak to
a social worker. There are also many other organisations that you
can contact that will assist you.

“I know an unexpected pregnancy can be terrifying, but if the
thought of leaving your baby on a rubbish dump or in a storm
drain ever crosses your mind, even if just for a brief moment,
| want to encourage you to contact me. | will advise you and
offer support to assist in making informed choices,” pleaded
Lotz.

Police spokesperson captain Elsabé Augoustides confirmed that
if an abandoned baby is found, a DNA-test is done to locate the

mother who will face criminal charges if caught. “Mothers who
abandon their babies will be charged with concealment of birth,”
she said.

There are instances where women give birth at home and the baby
is stillborn. This can cause a woman to start panicking. “If a baby is
stillborn, a doctor needs to be contacted who will declare the infant
dead. If it is classified as an unnatural death, the police also need
to be informed,” said Augoustides. If you did nothing wrong, there is
nothing to be afraid off as this is just the normal procedure.
Should you ever find a baby that was abandoned by the
mother, the first thing you should do is to immediately contact
the police. They will obtain the required documents from the
Department of Social Development to ensure that the baby can be
taken to a place of safety like Mérester Kinderhuis.

Whatever your circumstance is, no matter how afraid you are or
whatever your reasons may be for deciding not to keep your baby,
please do the right thing and follow the right procedures to ensure
the life of the child is protected.
