Shortly after the Paul Bodenstein Park received a costly makeover in 2016, thieves started stripping it 
to the ground. Anything that can be stolen or vandalised for no good reason at all, that is not properly 
secured, is an open invitation for thieves and hooligans. In Rustenburg, proper security usually means 
a combination of guards, beams, razor coil, armed response and being on some or other security 
group. The park has been in a horrendous state for several years now. How many of us spent hours of 
fun at this park, feeding the ducks and making memories, before it turned into a disaster? 

Rustenburg – Homelessness is a complex and 
difficult socio-economic issue often associated with 
judgement and fear as well as empathy. Platinum 
Weekly newspaper became aware of a couple 
who made the Paul Bodenstein Park their new 
home. Not easily seen from the road, the couple’s 
makeshift home is protected from the public eye by 
thick shrubs and bushes. A tent and gazebo make 
up the main structure.
When we got to the ‘home’, we were met by two 
dogs… a Beagle-cross and a larger crossbreed. 

A cat also joined the tour. 
“All they now need is a welcome mat! And soon 
the entire park will be an informal settlement!” 
a resident in the area commented. The park is 
located across the Rustenburg Civic Centre, and 
surrounded by secured estates and a prominent 
shopping centre. 
But where will they go? “We hope that as we pray 
and thank God for the roof over our heads, that 
this couple will also find a new home with the 
assistance of government,” she added.

Rustenburg – The body of a woman was 
found next to the road in Pendoring Avenue 
on Friday 3 September.
According to the person who found her, 
he was driving along Pendoring Avenue 
when he saw her lying next to the road and 
decided to investigate. 
Once he realised that something was very 
wrong, he called the authorities. 
“It is so sad, she was someone’s mother, 
sister or grandmother,” he said. ER24 

responded and they declared her dead at 
the scene.
“It looks like she just went to sleep next to 
the road and never woke up,” he said.
Police spokesperson captain Elsabé 
Augoustides said that they are currently 
waiting for the post-mortem to confirm the 
cause of death. The identity of the woman 
has not yet been established. If you have 
any information, please contact your 
nearest police station.

WHY TORTURE 
THEM?

Koster – Chris Barnard and Hesta were 
brutally attacked on their farm on the R52 
near Koster on Wednesday 8 September.
According to police spokesperson captain 
Aafje Botma, the couple was sitting outside 
on their veranda when three armed suspects 
wearing balaclavas approached them. The 
63-year-old Chris was overpowered and 
both victims were forced into the house 
at gunpoint. Once inside the house, the 
attackers demanded cash. The couple 
was then tied up in separate rooms and 
severely assaulted and tortured for more 
than three hours. Chris was repeatedly hit 
with a crowbar and a sjambok while Hesta 
was burned with an iron. 

Police received reports that the attackers 
gained access to the safe and it is reported 
that they helped themselves to items of 
value. They also took the couples’ cellphones 
and fled the scene in Barnard’s white 
Isuzu bakkie.
Hesta eventually managed to call for help 
on the radio after which they were taken to 
hospital. Beaten and bruised, but grateful to 
be alive, the couple is back on their farm.
No arrests have been made.

The extreme level of brutality in this attack is 
sickening. The lifespan of criminals like these 
are usually limited... as they say... you die the 
way you live.

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HOUSE OF CARDS COLLAPSED 

Four men were arrested at the Safari Gardens Complex, three of them inside the Safari SUPERSPAR. 

Rustenburg – Eyewitnesses told 
Platinum Weekly that six police 
vehicles – four vans and two cars 
– arrived at the Safari Gardens 
Complex at around 18:00 on 
Wednesday 1 September. 
Apparently, several police officers 
got out of their vehicles and rushed 
into the SPAR, returning with three 
men in cuffs.
“They apprehended three of them. 
A fourth suspect tried to run away 
but the police caught up with 
him and apprehended him,” the 
eyewitness told Platinum Weekly. 
“We asked them (the police) what 
was going on and they told us that 
they were after suspects implicated 
in bank card fraud,” we were told. 
The white VW Polo the suspects 
were travelling in was reportedly 
seized by police.  
•	 In a separate incident, a 

39-year-old man was arrested 
on Monday 6 September, for 
fraud and illegal possession of 
more than 300 bank cards.

R24 ‘REIGN OF TERROR’ SUSPECTS ARRESTED 
Rustenburg – Three men, who for weeks 
on end have robbed motorists along the R24 
after pulling them off the road, pretending 
to be police officers, were arrested near the 
Waterfall Mall on Sunday 5 September.  
The three, who are linked to numerous 
hijacking and carjacking incidents that have 
been reported for over a month, were arrested 
at around 09:00 by the public order police 
during an intelligence-driven operation.
Rustenburg police spokesperson sergeant 
Ofentse Mokgadi said a silver Toyota Corolla 
the suspects used to commit these crimes, 
a firearm, a blue police light as well as an 
Okapi knife were seized by the police. “The 
serial number of the firearm was filed off. 
The suspects committed their crimes by 
renting a car, pretending to be police officers 
and instructing motorists to pull over before 
hijacking them or stealing from them.”
“They used a firearm and a knife to threaten 
their victims. Sometimes they would rob 
victims of their belongings. They would then 
return the rented car to its owners,” he added. 

Mokgadi urged all those who have been 
robbed by the suspects,to come forward with 
information that could assist police with their 
ongoing investigations. “We also urge every 
motorist to be aware of their surroundings. If 
you have any reason to be suspicious, drive to 
your nearest police station,” Mokgadi added. 
The three suspects are expected to appear 
before the Rustenburg Magistrates’ Court on 
charges of armed robbery.  

The suspects used a blue 
lamp on their car, pretending 
to be police officers.

An Okapi knife, apparently used by 
the suspects to threaten their victims, 
was also found inside the vehicle.
