Mogwase - On Tuesday 10 October 2023, an
escape unfolded at the Mogwase Magistrates’
Court when eight detainees awaiting trial
overpowered a security member and fled the
holding cells. The escapees pushed the burglar
door open and scattered in different directions
after the officer had unlocked the cell door.
However, afew minutes later, two of the detainees,
Lebogang Mokotleng (27) and Tshepang
Raselemane (25), were swiftly rearrested at the
Mogwase Taxi Rank. Mokotleng is charged with
robbery with a firearm, attempted murder, and
unlawful possession of a firearm and ammunition.
Raselemane faces similar charges, including
possession of suspected stolen property.

The other six detainees, all facing serious
charges including murder and robbery with a
firearm, remain at large. Photo of Keitumetse
Lekolomi was not supplied. The police have
urged the public not to attempt to apprehend
these dangerous individuals but to contact
lieutenant colonel Shimane Kubyadi on 082 856
1087 or the Crime Stop number on 08600 10111.
Information can also be provided anonymously
via the MySAPS App.

Platinum Weekly reached out to the Rustenburg
Local Municipality for comment and received
the following response: “Would like to request
the reporters of this incident to get hold of our
call centre which is well placed to address their
concerns. They may provide the full description of
the place and other necessary details to help elicit
a positive response”.

Additionally, Platinum Weekly also reached out to
the Department of Environmental Affairs but had
received no feedback at the time of going to print.

A PLEA FOR FOCUSED
POLICING ON #FARMKILLINGS

The activists expressed their readiness to collaborate with the police in addressing farm attacks.

Brits - minister of Police, general Bheki Cele, and North West provincial commissioner lieutenant
general Sello Kwena, along with the management of the Brits policing precinct, received a
memorandum of demands on Tuesday 10 October 2023 from the Brits Stock Farmers Association
community. They called on Minister Cele and SAPS to shift their policing focus and resources to
#FarmKillings. The activists said that they are willing to work with the police to tackle farm attacks.

In response, minister Cele reminded the association that the safety and security of rural farming
communities remains a priority for SAPS. The National Rural Safety Strategy (NRSS) at rural police
stations continues to address rural safety as an integrated day-to-day policing approach. It ensures
a multidisciplinary approach between SAPS and all stakeholders concerned to improve the safety
and security of all persons living and working on farms. Between 1 April and June 2023, 14 people
were killed on farms. The NRSS, in place amongst other things, emphasises the involvement of
community structures such as the CPF, working together with the SAPS for better results and sharing
of resources, especially as many rural stations are dealing with personnel and resource challenges.

ARRESTED

Rustenburg - On Wednesday 4 October 2023,
thirteen suspects, aged between 18 and 27 and
alleged to be Zama Zamas, were arrested by
Sibanye Protection Services near the Rustenburg
Municipality landfill dumping site while emerging
from an opencast incline.

It is said that Sibanye Protection Services were
on a routine patrol early in the morning when they
noticed the incline, and the suspects. “They kept
observation while calling for backup. The suspects
started resurfacing from underground, one by
one, with nothing in hand. They were immediately
arrested and handed to the Rustenburg police.
They were all charged with contravening the Health
and Safety Mine Act and trespassing,” said police
spokesperson sergeant Ofentse Mokgadi.

During preliminary investigations, it was discovered
that all the suspects were foreign nationals from
Mozambique, and a charge of illegal immigration
was added. The suspects appeared before the
Rustenburg Magistrates’ Court on 6 October where
their case was postponed to 1 November.

The Bojanala Platinum Sub-district 2 commissioner,
brigadier Mamotsamai Ntoagae, thanked Sibanye
Protection Services for the arrests and their
contribution to the fight against illegal mining.

supply of chicken meat to the industry, but | do
not think we will run out of chicken meat coming
up to Christmas”.

North West MEC for
Agriculture and Rural
Development consults

Mohono said the consultative process
was an attempt by the government to

North West - Following a series of veld fires
that affected farming areas in the North West
province, the North West MEC for Agriculture and
Rural Development, Desbo Mohono has called
on stakeholders in the agriculture sector to work
together with the Department to prevent disaster
brought about by veld fires. MEC Mohono has
concluded the consultative process with the
farmers affected by veld fires.

The process, which started on Tuesday 3 October
and ended on Wednesday 4 October 2023, was
for farmers in the Dr Ruth Segomotsi Mompati and
Bojanala Platinum Districts, respectively, as these
are areas that have been hardly hit by the raging
veld fires.

A lot of farming areas have been affected,
resulting in a significant reduction of grazing as
well as damage to on-farm infrastructure. The
Fire Protection Association of South Africa has
recorded at least 243 incidents of veld fires at the
Dr Ruth Segomotsi Mompati alone, where many
livestock died, and some farmers and assistants
were injured.

Mohono said the consultative process was an
attempt by the government to bring about a solution-
driven approach to fires that are experienced by
farmers in the two districts.

“We are aware of the unfortunate recurring
incidents of veld fires that have severely affected
many farmers across our province. We are doing
this consultation to see how best we can help
each other. Government has limited resources to
carry the remedial process alone. It is therefore
imperative that farmers come on board as we try
to develop solutions that will not only assist now
but are bound to impact positively in a long term,”
Mohono announced.

Mohono said that there needs to be preparation
ahead of dry seasons, especially in areas that have
been affected before. “Annually veld fires result in
disastrous losses of natural grazing, animals, and
infrastructure, and in some instances loss of human
lives. We need thorough preparation so that as the
season that is prone to veld fire starts, we are able
to respond accordingly,” added Mohono.

Although the Provincial Disaster Management
Centre acknowledged that a recommendation has
been made to the National Government to declare
both Kagisano Molopo and Bojanala Platinum
Districts disaster areas, Mohono said the provincial
government and all relevant stakeholders in the
province should be prepared to curb veld fires
going forward. “We need to be very cautious in our
farming areas and motivate everyone around to do

so. Farm inhabitants and motorists must continue
acting wisely when dealing with open fires and
when operating machinery or smoking.

These fires start small, but they cause a lot of
damage,” Mohono further pleaded.

After the rapport gathered from the consultative
process, and whilst awaiting the National
Government state of disaster declaration request,
Mohono will engage internally in the department
to determine available resources that will relieve
the affected farmers. The department would also
engage further and facilitate the firefighting training
process.

The farmers in both Districts have welcomed MEC’s
assertion that a multisectoral approach is key to
curbing veld fires. Mr Mosimanegape Gaasenwe,
a farmer in Kagisano Molopo said that although
they are desperate for an immediate intervention
thorough work needs to be done for farmers not to
have the same experience in the future. He said
they are willing to work with the government to find
long-lasting solutions to incidents of veld fires.
The Department has already delivered firefighting
skid units to farmers in the Kagisano-Molopo Local
Municipality as part of its effort to combat veld fires.

Uniting traditional and modern healthcare in South Africa

Rustenburg - Job Shimankana Tabane Hospital
(JST) urges Traditional Health Practitioners (THP),
modern health professionals, and members of the
public to unite in improving health care services.
Traditional Medicine Day is commemorated
annually in August; however, JST Hospital wishes
to extend this observation as it significantly affects
how healthcare service is rendered daily. The
hospital also aims to educate the public and all
associated stakeholders regarding the envisaged
collaboration beyond the set commemorative
period. Traditional medicine refers to the use of
natural plants and remedies developed through
generations of people and cultural beliefs.
Traditional Health Practitioner and member of JST
hospital board, Ms Malebo Nkomo says, “the DOH
together with some of the THPs have partnered
and forged a collective relationship to render
healthcare services to increase life expectancy.
There is still a huge gap regarding the referral
system and accommodation of both modern and
traditional medicine by different health practitioners.
Patients/clients should be accommodated in
both methods of healthcare or treatment without
judgement.” After the AL-AMATA declaration in
1979, a relationship was forged between the THPs
and DOHs. They work hand in hand at various
levels such as national, provincial, and local. It is
at various institutions where traditional medicine is

not well understood, and the buy-in is still lacking.
Different platforms have been created to interact
and share knowledge and challenges experienced
to maximise patient/client care. “Where there is
an outbreak of diseases, many interactions take
place for education and training, and consultations
on how to fight such outbreaks from both sides.
Communicable diseases, pandemics, early
childhood diseases, and reproductive health are
the main topics of engagement among traditional
health practitioners and the department of health.
So far, the relationship is good, yet still has much
space for improvement,” Nkomo concluded. JST
Chief Dietician and board member, Mr Vukosi
Msimeki says, It is concerning that members of
the public do not fully comprehend this relationship.
This leads to patients/clients not disclosing other
medicines being taken when consulting. It is critical
that this relationship is improved, educating, and
informing both Traditional Health Practitioners and
modern Health Professionals, including the public,
that a relationship is being formed so that it is
easier for patients/clients to disclose their treatment
received from either side. “It is also concerning
that there is no proper regulation yet, hence some
THPs practise without being registered and/or
approved. This contributes to the discreditation
of traditional health practitioners as they may be
practising without proper training or understanding,

thus making it difficult to forge a harmonious
relationship with the modern health practitioners.
Some of the conditions or problems linked to the
use of traditional medicines seen at the clinics or
hospitals include diarrhoea, dehydration, renal
and liver injuries, which may be fatal, especially
to malnourished children,” he concluded. To
mitigate this, registration processes are underway
so that there are practice numbers for traditional
health practitioners for regulation, monitoring, and
accountability. MEC for Health, Madoda Sambatha
wittingly urged the THPs to register with the DOH
as well as recognised professional bodies to obtain
accreditation certificates of recognition in delivering
healthcare services to patients.

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DON’T DUMP YOUR BABY

— there are other options available

Rustenburg — Most women are ecstatic when they find out
that they are going to be a mum. Unfortunately, this exciting
time can also be very scary for expecting mothers. Sometimes,
women find themselves alone, underage, ashamed, or without
the necessary support structures in place to help them care for
their babies. Under difficult circumstances, they might believe
they have no alternative but to
abandon their babies. Sadly,
this often means that babies are
wrapped in plastic, left in the
veld, or dumped in dustbins like
trash.

The social workers at Child and
Family Welfare are always willing
to work with expecting mothers
and families who feel they can’t
take on the responsibility of a
child. “Women need to know that
there are alternatives available
to them. They can reach out to
a social worker who will discuss
the different options with them
through counselling,” said Rustenburg Child Welfare social
worker, Deidre Janse van Rensburg. “A social worker will
also give you the necessary support during your pregnancy.
If you inform a social worker that you intend to put your baby
up for adoption, the social worker will assist you without any
judgement.”

Should you be unable to care for your baby, please go to a
hospital to give birth. This will not only give your baby a chance
at life but will also be beneficial to your health. By using the
correct channels, the baby will receive an ID number, which
will help with the adoption process where the mother has 60
days to change her mind. Mothers who abandon their babies
without seeking assistance will be charged with concealment

of birth, where a DNA test is done to locate the mother who will
face criminal charges if caught.

“I have been doing this for many years and my heart breaks
every time | hear of a dumped baby,” says Moérester Kinderhuis
director Helen Lotz, who currently provides a safe place for
abandoned children. “Even if a baby is born at home and you
decide not to keep it, you can still
go to the hospital and speak to a
social worker,” Lotz added. There
are instances where women give
birth at home, and the baby
is stillborn. This can cause a
woman to start panicking. If a
baby is stillborn, a doctor needs
to be contacted to declare the
infant’s death. If it's classified as
an unnatural death, the police
also need to be informed. If
you did nothing wrong, there is
nothing to fear as this is a normal
and necessary procedure.

If you come across an abandoned
baby, the first thing to do is to immediately contact the police.
They will obtain the required documents from the Department
of Social Development to ensure that the baby can be taken
to a place of safety.

Whatever your circumstances, no matter how afraid you are,
and whatever reasons you may have for not keeping your
baby, please do the right thing and follow the right procedures
to ensure that the life of the child is protected. Safe and legal
alternatives are always available.
