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Rustenburg – Community concern over the risky 
behaviour of local school learners in Tlhabane 
prompted Platinum Weekly to conduct an 
investigation on Monday, 5 February 2024. 
Residents reported that learners, following 
their school day or during breaks, were visiting 
Dishopong Centre. This area, known for its 
collection of taverns and tuck shops, has 
unfortunately also become a scene of risky 
behaviours.
There, the students were observed engaging 
in concerning behaviours: smoking cigarettes, 
consuming alcohol, and, most alarmingly, 
smoking dagga.
Our team observed the learners. Among them, 
one student was notably seen preparing a dagga 
zol with rizla paper, a scene that unfolded in the 
open air, filled with the unmistakable scent of 
marijuana. Remarkably, they carried out these 
actions in full view any passersby, still fitted in 
their school uniforms. 
These findings underline a pressing need for 
intervention and support for the area’s youth.

We contacted sergeant Ofentse Mokgadi of 
the South African Police Service to discuss the 
situation concerning the youngsters. We inquired 
about the police’s planned actions to address 
these issues, highlighting the community’s 
growing concerns.

He said, “To our knowledge, there have been no 
instances of schoolchildren consuming alcohol at 
the shopping complex. Our team conducts daily 
surveillance at the shopping complex as part of 
our crime prevention operations, during which 
we detain individuals found consuming alcohol in 
public spaces. Throughout these operations, we 
have not encountered schoolchildren partaking in 
alcohol, cigarette, or dagga use.”
He further elaborated, “However, we have acted 
on tips regarding an individual allegedly selling 
dagga to schoolchildren at the complex in October 
2023. After locating and searching his premises, 
we discovered numerous pre-rolled dagga zols 
and subsequently arrested him; he remains in 
custody. While we have yet to directly observe the 

behaviours reported by the community, we are not 
dismissing these concerns. Our commitment to 
law enforcement remains unwavering, and we will 
continue our vigilant patrols and law enforcement 
efforts at the shopping complex and throughout 
the Tlhabane policing precinct.”

Following the distressing concerns raised by the 
community, Rustenburg police have disclosed a 
significant drug bust that underscores the gravity 
of the situation. On Tuesday 6 February 2024, 
an operation led Tlhabane police to detain two 
Nigerian men, aged 28 and 31, in the Rustenburg 
Noord area on Napoleon Street. The individuals 
were apprehended for drug possession under 
circumstances that highlight a worrying trend of 
narcotics distribution to minors.
Sergeant Mokgadi detailed the scene upon 
police entry: “The suspects were caught in the 
act of packaging Nyaope in one of the bedrooms, 
evidently gearing up for a large-scale distribution.” 
Nyaope, known for its harmful blend of low-grade 
heroin, cannabis/ dagga products, antiretroviral 
drugs, and various other substances, poses a 
significant risk to public health.
The search of the premises further revealed 
an alarming quantity of drugs, including rock 
and crystal methamphetamine, valued at over 
R100,000, alongside a live round of ammunition 
and a sum of money suspected to be crime 
proceeds.

The accused are scheduled for a court 
appearance at the Bafokeng Magistrates’ Court 
on Thursday 8 February 2024. They face charges 
related to drug possession, illegal possession of 
ammunition, and violating immigration laws.
In light of these events, brigadier Mamotsamai 
Ntoagae, the acting commissioner for Bojanala 
Platinum Sub-District 2, commended the Tlhabane 
police for their diligent efforts in combating drug 
trafficking. He also issued a stern reminder to the 
community, especially young people, about the 
dangers of drug use, urging them to steer clear 
of narcotics. We call on community members to 
work with police to rid our communities of people 
who want to steal the future of our youth.

Rustenburg – A distressing 
incident unfolded on 
Tuesday 6 February 
2024 in Rustenburg when 
an employee of a local 
courier service fell victim 
to an attempted robbery 
and hijacking, sustaining 
a gunshot wound to the 
shoulder. The attack 
occurred on the R104 road 
near the N4 junction in the 
Kroondal area, casting a 
shadow over the community’s sense of safety.
Lieutenant colonel Amanda Funani, police spokesperson, confirmed the 
details of the event. According to her report, eight assailants targeted the 
courier vehicle in a bold daylight operation. “During the robbery, one of 
the suspects discharged a firearm, injuring the courier employee in the 
shoulder,” she stated. The victim was promptly taken to a hospital, where 
he is currently receiving medical care.
The South African Police Service (SAPS) has launched a full-scale 
investigation into the incident, leading to the arrest of three suspects, 
whose ages range between 37 and 41.

Hartbeespoort Dam – In a significant crackdown on illegal mining 
activities, a multidisciplinary and intelligence-driven operation, dubbed “Vala 
Umgodi,” was carried out on Thursday, 1 February 2024, in Skeerpoort near 
Hartbeespoort Dam. 
The comprehensive operation involved the Directorate for Priority Crime 
Investigation, National Intervention Unit, Special Task Force, Tactical 
Response Team, Public Order Police, South African National Defence Force, 
Airwing, Mounted Unit, Local Criminal Record Centre, K9 units, Visible 
Policing, ER24, and Harmony Gold Mine security.
According to brigadier Sabata Mokgwabone, law enforcement officers 
descended upon a mountainous region of a farm, identified as a hotbed for 
illicit gold mining activities. The raid resulted in the arrest of 94 undocumented 
individuals engaged in illegal mining operations. The suspects, primarily 
nationals from Zimbabwe and Mozambique, were taken into custody and later 
appeared before the Brits Magistrates’ Court on Monday, 5 February 2024.
The operation yielded a significant catch of illicit mining equipment and 
materials. Authorities confiscated large quantities of gold-bearing material 
alongside 139 generators valued at approximately R1.3 million. Additionally, 
the seizure included 24 grinders, 95 jackhammers, an assortment of 
hammers, chisels, pick-axes, shovels, cutting torches, gas bottles, electric 
mills, phendukas (gold refining machines), and explosive materials.
The North West provincial commissioner, lieutenant general Sello Kwena, 
lauded the collaborative effort of the various units involved in the operation. 
He praised their dedication and teamwork, which led to the successful 
apprehension of the suspects and confiscation of illegal mining equipment.

Rustenburg – In the wake of a horrific vehicle 
accident on the N4 near Rustenburg on 12 May 
2023, the community was plunged into despair, 
particularly the family of young Kevin Jansen van 
Vuuren. Kevin, tragically involved in the accident 
which saw their vehicle overturn multiple times, 
faced uncertain prospects after the driver was lost 
and he was left with severe injuries.
For the Jansen van Vuuren family, the 
subsequent weeks evolved into an exhaustive 
period of surgeries, hospital waits, and relentless 
prayers, clinging to the hope of Kevin’s recovery.

According 
to his mother, Aurelia, Kevin has endured 
numerous hospital stays and rehabilitation in a 
Pretoria facility, showing significant progress. 
Just before Christmas, Kevin returned home for 
the first time, a milestone that catalysed a notable 
improvement in his health.
In the past three weeks, Kevin has shown 
remarkable strides in his recovery. He has 
regained some movement in his left leg and 
arm, begun to suckle — a vital step towards 
eating independently — and has relearned to 
communicate, this time with a whistle, bringing 

laughter back into his life. His interaction with 
his family, including his twin brother and younger 
sibling, as well as friends, has been pivotal in his 
recovery.
“Kevin is fully committed to his recovery, 
demonstrating an incredible will to overcome his 
challenges daily. His determination and progress 
inspire us all,” Aurelia shared proudly with us this 
week. 
Despite lacking medical aid, Kevin’s family 
has managed the medical expenses through 
donations and fundraising efforts. However, 
as funds dwindle, the need for further support 
becomes critical to maintain the momentum 
of Kevin’s recovery, which includes ongoing 
therapies that have begun to show promising 
results.
Kevin’s journey ahead remains challenging, 
with milestones such as relearning to walk, talk, 
eat independently, and regain movement in his 
right side. His dietary preferences have slowly 
started to include his favourite foods, even as he 
continues to receive nutrition through his stomach. 
Aurelia notes, “He communicates yes or no by 
nodding, clearly understanding conversations. 
We are immensely proud of him.”
The family’s gratitude extends to the divine for 
Kevin’s progress and to their community for the 
overwhelming support and love received. The 
collective spirit of Rustenburg has been a source 
of strength, manifesting in heartfelt messages and 
prayers across social media.
The story of Kevin Jansen van Vuuren is a 
testament to the resilience of the human spirit and 
the power of community support in the face of 
adversity. As Rustenburg stands united in support 
of Kevin and his family, their journey reminds us 
of the strength found in hope and perseverance.

Rustenburg – Navigating through 
13 consecutive days without water in 
Geelhoutpark has pushed our patience to 
its limits. 
The absence of a vital resource like 
water, for such an extended period, is 
not just an inconvenience but a severe 
impediment to our daily lives.
This issue isn’t a sudden anomaly 
but a recurring problem that begs the 
question: Does the Rustenburg Local 
Municipality (RLM) have an effective 
crisis management strategy for water 
shortages? A proactive approach, such as 
a systematic plan for redirecting residents 
to alternative water sources or ensuring 
swift emergency responses, seems to be 

missing. The idea is not to scramble 
for solutions after weeks of distress 

but to have a well-orchestrated plan in 
place that everyone is aware of and 

can rely on.
The municipality’s initiative 
to dispatch water tankers 
is commendable, yet it’s 
marred by inefficiencies like 
unannounced distributions, 
leaving residents in a frantic 
search. A simple solution 

would be to schedule and communicate 
these distributions clearly, allowing for 
better preparation.
My interaction with the RLM call centre 
was a rare beacon of responsiveness. 
Upon reporting the issue for my street, 
I was given a reference number, and 
the follow-up from the personnel, 
including updates and progress charts, 
was appreciable. Nonetheless, these 
measures are but a temporary salve on a 
longstanding wound.
Rumours of overconsumption in parts 

of our community add to the complexity 
of this crisis. If water scarcity is indeed 
reaching critical levels, a transparent, 
equitable approach such as scheduled 
water shedding could be explored, 
ensuring fair distribution across all 
neighbourhoods.
The Bellevue reservoir’s recurrent issues, 
intensified by vandalism, highlight a 
dire need for not just maintenance but 
improved security measures to protect our 
water supply infrastructure.
In moments, we’ve seen a glimmer of 
hope with water supply returning briefly, 
only to be plunged back into scarcity. This 
recurring problem underscores a grim 
reality; our area’s geographical position 
at the end of the supply line leaves us 
vulnerable and consistently neglected.
In conclusion, while the efforts of individual 
municipal employees are appreciated, 
what Rustenburg desperately needs are 
long-term, sustainable solutions to its 
water crisis.
