Rustenburg 
bids farewell 
to constable 

Ngwana

10-YEAR 
SENTENCE 

FOR MURDER 
CONVICT 

Constable MS Ngwana will be remembered as a dedicated 
officer who served his community with honour.

Rustenburg – The South African Police Service 
(SAPS) in Bojanala Platinum Sub-District 2 has 
welcomed the sentencing of John Disekeng Seane, 
who will serve 10 years of direct imprisonment for 
murder. This ruling was delivered on 4 March 2025. 
The case dates back to Saturday, 29 October 
2024, when an altercation at a tombstone unveiling 
in Witrantjie turned deadly. Police responded to a 
distress call and arrived to find the lifeless body 
of Rapula Lucas Thobela lying in a pool of blood. 
Preliminary investigations revealed that the fatal 
incident stemmed from a dispute over drinks, 
which escalated into violence when Seane fatally 
stabbed Thobela with a knife. Emergency Medical 
Services (EMS) declared the victim deceased at 
the scene.
Law enforcement officers arrested Seane (35) and 
charged him with murder. His first court appearance 
took place on 7 November 2024, where he was 
granted bail while awaiting trial. Following multiple 
court proceedings, the case reached its conclusion 
on 25 February 2025, when Seane — also known 
by the nickname “Disco” — was found guilty and 
sentenced to a decade behind bars.
The successful conviction is a testament to the 
meticulous work of detective sergeant Kgomotso 
Mathambo, who led the investigation. Her efforts 
were praised by acting Bojanala Platinum Sub-
District 2 commissioner, brigadier Mamotsamai 
Ntoagae, who emphasised the SAPS’ commitment 
to upholding justice and ensuring the safety of 
communities.

Rustenburg – The Rustenburg community 
and the South African Police Service (SAPS) 
mourn the loss of one of their own, Constable 
MS Ngwana, who passed away on 28 February 
2025. Known for his unwavering dedication, 
constable Ngwana was stationed at Bojanala 
Sub District 2, where he played a crucial role 
in maintaining safety and upholding the law. 
His untimely departure has left a void in the 
hearts of those who knew him.

Bafokeng – The Bafokeng Regional Court has delivered a 
firm message against violent crime, sentencing three men 
to direct imprisonment for their involvement in the murder 
of Jeremiah Sello Hamel (45) and the attempted murder of 
Koketso Thakadu and Neo Liteli (both 19).
The convicted individuals, Rapula Solomon Ramadikela 
(34), Kefiloe Victor Tsoloane (36), and Dumisane Matejwana 
Ndaba (22), received their sentences on 28 February 2025, 
with two of them facing life behind bars. Their convictions 
stem from a violent altercation that unfolded on 16 February 
2023 in Freedom Park, Rustenburg.
A night of tragedy
According to Sivenathi Gunya, Communications officer 
for the North West Division of the National Prosecuting 
Authority, the case involved an explosive series of events 
that began outside a local tavern. The violence was sparked 
when Koketso Thakadu, angered by seeing his girlfriend 
talking to a Quantum taxi driver, reacted by throwing liquor 
bottles at the taxi, damaging its windows.
Later that night, the driver of the damaged taxi, Solomon 
Ramadikela, along with his associates Tsoloane and Ndaba, 
conspired to retaliate. At approximately 03:00, the trio tracked 
down the Ford Ranger in which Thakadu was a passenger, 
blocking it with two Quantum taxis. Ramadikela approached 
the driver’s side while Tsoloane targeted the passenger’s 

side. Hamel, the driver, was fatally shot at the scene, while 
Thakadu and Liteli managed to flee despite being fired upon.
Justice takes its course
Following police investigations and crucial informant leads, 
the accused were arrested and subsequently faced trial. 
Despite pleading not guilty, the court found overwhelming 
evidence against them. State prosecutor Sangweni 
Zimema urged the court to impose the prescribed minimum 
sentences, citing the alarming increase in murder cases. 
Magistrate Segakweng Moeng concurred, ruling that two of 
the accused acted in common purpose.
The sentences handed down are as follows:
•	 Solomon Ramadikela and Kefiloe Victor Tsoloane: 

Life imprisonment for murder and 15 years for attempted 
murder (sentences to run concurrently).

•	 Dumisane Matejwana Ndaba: 10 years’ imprisonment 
for contravening the Immigration Act, with an order for 
deportation to Lesotho upon completing his sentence.

The director of Public Prosecutions in the North West, Dr. 
Rachel Makhari, welcomed the court’s decision, commending 
the investigative and prosecution teams for their dedication. 
“We stand united in our resolve to ensure justice is served. 
Violent crimes will not be tolerated, and perpetrators will face 
the full force of the law,” Dr. Makhari stated.

Rustenburg – The long arm of the law has finally caught up with a hitch-hiking spot robber 
who terrorised travellers in Rustenburg, Mogwase, and Koster. On 27 February 2025, the 
Rustenburg Regional Court sentenced 34-year-old Goitsemodimo Kekae to a hefty 32 years 
in direct imprisonment for a series of violent robberies.
Kekae, a mine employee at the time, was convicted on fifteen counts of robbery with 
aggravating circumstances. His crime spree, which ran from October 2014 to January 2015, 
targeted unsuspecting individuals waiting for transport at hitch-hiking spots.
According to the National Prosecuting Authority (NPA), the accused would drive a Toyota 
Corolla, luring victims with the promise of a ride. Once inside the vehicle, the victims were

It all started on 20 March 2024, when an unsuspecting 
homeowner found Tshose on his roof. When confronted, the 
accused claimed he was “fixing something.” However, the 
truth soon unravelled — he had already cut the electric cable 
running from the pole to the house, neatly rolled it up, and 
stashed it in his bag. His quick scheme turned into a swift 
arrest, as he was caught red-handed, with the stolen cable 
recovered on the spot.
Tshose appeared in the Bafokeng Magistrate’s Court in 
Tlhabane on 25 March 2024 and was granted bail of R500. 

However, instead of facing the music, he skipped his remand 
date. The court was not amused — his bail was forfeited to the 
state, and a warrant was issued for his arrest.
Determined to see justice served, detective Sergeant 
Magdeline Molefinyana tracked him down and re-arrested 
him. Tshose remained in custody until 20 February 2025, 
when the court handed him an eight-year prison sentence for 
tampering with essential infrastructure. To add to his woes, he 
was also declared unfit to own a firearm under the Firearms 
Control Act (Act 60 of 2000).
Brigadier Ntoagae applauded Sergeant Molefinyana’s 
dedication, emphasising that this conviction sends a strong 
message to cable thieves — commonly known as “Izinyokas.” 
Tampering with infrastructure is not just a crime against 
an individual — it disrupts entire communities, affecting 
businesses, schools, and homes.

Koster/ Swartruggens – The North West Division of the 
High Court in Mahikeng has granted an interdict in favour of 
Ideal Prepaid (Pty) Ltd, preventing the Kgetlengrivier Local 
Municipality from removing the company’s smart prepaid 
electricity meters in Koster and Swartruggens.
The case, heard on 24 February 2025 before Justice Reddy 
J, saw Ideal Prepaid seeking urgent relief against the 
municipality and its acting municipal manager, Mr. Andrew 
Pholose. The court found the matter urgent and condoned 
the non-compliance with service and time period regulations 
under Uniform Rule 6(12).
Court orders immediate action
The court ordered that within 48 hours, the Kgetlengrivier 

Local Municipality must provide Ideal Prepaid with a detailed 
report on the smart prepaid meters removed in January and 
February 2025. This report must include:
•	 The total number of meters removed.
•	 The serial numbers of these meters.
•	 The addresses from which they were removed.
•	 Details of any remaining prepaid electricity credit recorded 

on the meters.
Additionally, the municipality and its subcontractors were 
interdicted from removing any more of Ideal Prepaid’s meters 
in Koster and Swartruggens.
Interim order conditions
The court further ruled that this interim order will lapse if Ideal 

Prepaid fails to take legal action within 60 days to confirm 
its agreements with the municipality or to challenge the 
cancellation of its contracts. Moreover, the municipality was 
ordered to cover Ideal Prepaid’s legal costs, including those of 
two senior advocates.
Municipality’s next move
It remains to be seen whether the Kgetlengrivier Local 
Municipality will comply with the order or challenge it in further 
legal proceedings.
For now, Ideal Prepaid has secured a crucial legal victory, 
ensuring that its operations in Koster and Swartruggens 
remain uninterrupted — at least until further legal proceedings 
unfold.

Rustenburg – A well-executed intelligence-driven operation 
by Boitekong Visible Policing members led to a significant 
breakthrough in the fight against copper cable theft. 
Four suspects were arrested in Dichibidung informal 
settlement near Rustenburg on Wednesday, 26 February 
2025, after officers intercepted a vehicle carrying stripped 
copper cables worth approximately R424,000. 
According to captain Mpho Manyoba, police received a 
tip-off that individuals were loading copper cables into a 
white Jeep Grand Cherokee in Dichibidung. Acting swiftly, 
law enforcement officers monitored the situation and later 
intercepted the vehicle in Sunrise Park. A thorough search 
uncovered the stolen copper cables in the boot, leading to 
the immediate arrest of two occupants, aged 44 and 29, who 
failed to provide a legitimate explanation for possessing the 
cables. 
Further investigation led police to another location in 
Dichibidung, where two more individuals, aged 19 and 30, 
were taken into custody for violating Section 41 and 49 (1) 

(a) of the Immigration Act, 2002. One of the arrested suspects 
was identified as the owner of a reclaim scrap metal business 
in Tlhabane, raising further concerns about illicit copper 
trading. Two of the four arrested individuals, Mateo Simango 
(19) and Lucas Manave (21), both Mozambican nationals, 
appeared before the Rustenburg Magistrates’ Court on 
Friday, 28 February 2025. They pleaded guilty to contravening 
the Immigration Act and were sentenced to three months’ 
imprisonment or a R5000 fine, followed by deportation to 
Mozambique. The other two suspects, Aurangzeb Raja (44) 
and David Ngobeni (29), were remanded in custody pending 
their bail application on Monday, 3 March 2025, for possession 
of the stolen copper cables. Authorities are also investigating 
their legal residency status, as they are originally from Pakistan 
and Mozambique. The acting provincial commissioner of 
North West, major general Asaneng, praised the efforts of the 
Boitekong Visible Policing team, stating that their vigilance 
and swift action played a crucial role in disrupting criminal 
networks involved in copper cable theft.

Mooinooi – A sharp-eyed investigative team cracked a 
shocking double murder and hijacking case, leading to the 
arrest of eight suspects. A crime intelligence-led operation 
by the District Detectives and Brits Trio Task Team saw 
swift action unfold on Thursday, 27 February, and Friday, 
28 February 2025. The team arrested eight individuals in 
Attredgeville, Pretoria, and Sgandaff Section, Majakaneng 
village. The suspects are linked to multiple crimes, 
including possession of a suspected stolen motor vehicle, 
robbery, hijacking, and two brutal murders that shook the 
Mooinooi community in January. According to captain 
Mpho Manyoba, detectives in the Bojanala Platinum Sub-
District 2 were following up on investigations when they 
spotted the hijacked white Isuzu bakkie in Attredgeville. 
Coordinating with the Brits Trio Task Team, officers 
managed to stop the vehicle, leading to the arrest of three 
suspects. But the case didn’t end there — further leads 
took the team to a house in Sgandaff Section, Majakaneng, 
where five more suspects were apprehended in a dramatic 
early-morning raid on 28 February. The arrests stem from 
a tragic incident on Sunday, 26 January 2025, when a 
55-year-old vegetable vendor was ambushed on his way 
home in Majakaneng. He was allegedly confronted by 
three men, robbed of his vehicle, a Samsung phone, and 
cash before being mercilessly shot and killed. In a bizarre 
twist, the suspects accidentally shot one of their own, a 
39-year-old accomplice. Rather than seeking medical help, 
they executed him and dumped his body in the bushes 
near Majakaneng. Preliminary investigations revealed that 
among the five suspects arrested in Majakaneng, two are 
South Africans aged 32 and 33, while the other three — 
aged 33, 36, and 48 — are undocumented Mozambican 
nationals. The latter have been additionally charged under 
the Immigration Act for being in the country illegally.
All eight suspects appeared in court on Monday, 3 
March 2025, facing multiple charges, including robbery, 
hijacking, and two counts of murder. The acting provincial 
commissioner of North West, major general Patrick 
Asaneng, praised the tireless efforts of the officers 
involved, emphasising that teamwork and commitment 
ensured justice would be served.

Kroondal/ Rustenburg – A hijacked truck was recovered 
within minutes after the crime, thanks to swift police action 
and a collaborative community effort.
According to captain Mpho Manyoba, members of the South 
African Police Service (SAPS) were conducting Safer City 
Operation duties in the Rustenburg central 
business district (CBD) when they received an 
urgent lookout message. A white Toyota Dyna 
truck had just been stolen from a second-hand 
car dealership in Kroondal by an unknown 
suspect.
With the dealership owner in pursuit of 
the stolen vehicle along the R24 towards 
Magaliesburg, law enforcement officers 
sprang into action. Assisted by local farmers, 
they managed to intercept the truck near 
Maanhaarrand.
A 42-year-old Zimbabwean national, who was 
legally in the country, was found behind the 

wheel. Unable to provide a reasonable explanation for his 
possession of the vehicle, he was promptly arrested for theft 
and possession of a suspected stolen motor vehicle.
The suspect is expected to appear in the Rustenburg 
Magistrates’ Court soon.

North West acting provincial 
commissioner, major 
general Patrick Asaneng, 
commended the officers, 
the dealership owner, and 
the assisting farmers for 
their rapid and coordinated 
response. “This arrest 
highlights the power of 
collaboration in fighting 
crime. We thank everyone 
involved for their vigilance 
and commitment to justice,” 
he said.

threatened at gunpoint and robbed of their belongings. 
After multiple reports, law enforcement set up a covert 
operation to capture the suspect. Their efforts paid off on 
11 March 2015, when they stopped his car and recovered 
stolen cell phones from his earlier victims.
Despite pleading not guilty in court, overwhelming 
evidence proved otherwise. During sentencing, state 
advocate Rodger Mareume highlighted that Kekae, as a 
working individual, had no financial need to commit such 
crimes — his actions were purely motivated by greed and 
a disregard for human dignity. Magistrate Samuel Maboho 
condemned the increasing use of firearms in criminal 
activities and emphasised that robbery is a calculated act, 
leaving victims helpless and traumatised.
Welcoming the judgment, Dr Rachel Makhari, director of 
Public Prosecutions in North West, praised the dedicated 
efforts of law enforcement and the legal team in securing 
justice. She further urged the public to work closely with 
authorities, stressing the importance of reporting crimes 
to ensure safer communities.
