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SA - Kidnappings in South Africa are taking
a terrifying new turn — one that investigators
warn is more brutal than anything seen before.
A tactic now known as the “Devil's Ransom”
has emerged, where abductors — targeting
both men and women — commit sexual
assaults, film the attacks, and send the
footage to the victim’s family to force quick
ransom payments.

In a press release by Mike Bolhuis, Specialist
Investigators into Serious Violent, Serious
Economic Crimes & Serious Cybercrimes,
it was revealed that this method is designed
to cause extreme psychological trauma,
leaving families too shocked to negotiate or
involve police. “It goes beyond greed — this is
psychological warfare,” Bolhuis warned.

The term was popularised by investigative
journalism earlier this year, highlighting how
sexual violence is now being weaponised for
extortion. Ransom demands vary from as little
as R500 in “express” kidnappings to tens of
millions in high-profile cases.

Residents are urged to be alert, secure their
homes, vary travel routines, avoid oversharing
online, and keep emergency contacts close.
Authorities stress that public awareness is the
first defence — and that silence only allows
this crime to spread.

This is not just crime. It's

calculated terror.

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Blessed to
be alive after
Substation Blast

Rustenburg — What started out as a quiet
Monday morning on 11 August 2025 quickly
turned into chaos and concern when a substation
in Boven Street exploded.

After a power outage, at around 09:00, locals
noticed smoke coming from the substation. An
80-year-old resident went to investigate, opening
the substation door — and at that moment,
it erupted in a powerful blast. The explosion
was so loud that many thought it to be an ATM
bombing.

The elderly man sustained severe burns, with

much of his clothing incinerated and even
melted into his skin. By the time he was pulled
to safety, he was left in only his underwear
— a heartbreaking image that unfortunately
became the subject of insensitive social media
posts. Some Facebook users shared the photo,
laughing at his state, not realising the pain and
trauma behind it. “This is such bad taste,” a
reader told Platinum Weekly, alerting us to the
circulating image.

The man was rushed to hospital in a serious
condition. By God’s grace, Oom Manie
Haasbroek was able to handle the shock caused
by the burn wounds to his body. “Our Omie never
gives up. He’s a miracle,” a person staying at the
same complex as Oom Manie, said.

From the injuries sustained it is clear that there
is going to be a long and difficult road to healing
ahead. We join the community in praying for his
recovery.

Two AK-47 rifles and
ammunition uncovered in
Majakaneng's high-impact raid.

Majakaneng:
AK-47 cache

found hidden
in vehicle

Rustenburg — In a dramatic pre-dawn raid on
Wednesday, 6 August 2025, SAPS uncovered
a deadly secret in Majakaneng — two AK-47
automatic rifles, 160 rounds of ammunition,
and four magazines hidden in a secret vehicle
compartment.

The find was made during an intelligence-led
Cordon and Search operation involving over
200 officers from multiple SAPS units, ESKOM,
Immigration, private security, and community
volunteers. The crackdown targeted Majakaneng,
identified as a serious crime hotspot.

Police arrested the driver on the spot. Investigations
quickly linked him — and the firearms — to a
violent business robbery in Marikana the previous
night, where 10 heavily armed suspects blew open
a wholesale store safe and two ATMs, and even
fired on patrolling officers.

Fully automatic rifles like AK-47s are prohibited for
civilian use in South Africa, making the discovery a
clear sign of serious organised crime.

SA — In a press release on 12 August 2025,
the National Energy Regulator of South
Africa (NERSA) announced that it has set a
maximum price for Egoli Gas customers for
the period 1 March 2025 to 28 February 2026.

Koster — Dangerous, deteriorating
conditions at Koster Hospital have
reached a breaking point, with both
patients and healthcare workers facing
serious safety risks. The Public Servants
Association (PSA) has sounded the
alarm on 5 August 2025, calling on the
North West MEC for Health to intervene
immediately.

Falling ceilings, a leaking roof, and
dangerously outdated electrical wiring
have rendered parts of the hospital
unusable, forcing patients to travel up to
70 km to Rustenburg for treatment. This
not only delays urgent care but adds
financial and emotional strain on already
vulnerable patients.

The North West Department of Health has
blamed stalled refurbishment on a “lack of
community buy-in” — an explanation the
PSA dismisses as unacceptable. “The
Department has a legal and moral duty
to provide safe, habitable facilities. This
neglect is reckless and dangerous,” the
PSA said.

The union is demanding a personal
inspection by the MEC, the closure
of unsafe areas, and the release
of emergency repair funds without
bureaucratic delays. The PSA also
wants urgent inspections by both
the Department's OHS Unit and the
Department of Employment and Labour.

Rustenburg — In the quiet valleys of Buffelspoort,
a spark of opportunity recently lit the way for
30 unemployed students. Under the guidance
